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This course provides teachers with an overview of Attention Deficity Hyperactivity Disorder and 
associated disorders such as Learning Disabilities, Oppositional Defiant Disorder, Conduct 
Disorder, Mood Disorders and Asperger's Disorder.  Teachers will be provided with a framework 
for understanding ADHD and its characteristics, biological underpinnings, and how it is 
diagnosed.  In addition, medication issues, 504 Plans and ideas as to how effectively work with 
these children in the classroom will be presented.  
 
Participants will:  

 Develop and understanding of different assessment instruments to identify children 
with ADHD.  

 Develop and understanding of 504 Plans.  
 Learn about the variety of medications used to manage ADHD.  
 Become familiar with pertinent material and resources available for use in the 

classroom.  
 Learn instructional and behavioral strategies to use in the classroom.
