e recognize the emotional, physical and psychological signs of ritualistic child abuse

e become familiar with the signs of self-destructive and suicidal behavior.

« explore the impact of Black Metal, Death Metal and Gothic style music and various cultic
movies.

e be able to recognize Satanic graffiti and symbols of the occult that are prevalent with
these groups.
