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The purpose of this course is for training teachers who are committed to 
educating each child to the maximum extent appropriate in an inclusive 
classroom setting.  It provides an overview of what inclusion is all about - focusing 
on what inclusion looks like, how inclusion affects classmates, what skills teachers 
need in an inclusive classroom, how to make curricular/instructional adaptations, 
and how to utilize supplementary aids and services. 
 
Specifically this course will offer: 
 

 an overview of the historical background of inclusion 

 strategies for implementing educational and curricular adaptations  

 assessment procedures for use in a heterogeneous classroom 

 ideas about collaborative consultation and its implications 

 issues related to preparing regular education teachers for various 
exceptionalities of inclusionary students 

 information dealing with common concerns regarding inclusion. 
 
Charleen Evaul is currently an itinerant teacher consultant at Conrad 
Weiser High School in Pennsylvania and has twenty years of classroom 
teaching experience.  In addtion to presenting numerous courses on 
inclusion, collaboration, classroom management, direct instruction and 
laser disk instruction, she has been featured in various academic 
publications.
