Working effectively with families, outside agencies and other mental health 
professionals will also be reviewed.

 Externalizing Disorders (Aggression, Anger, ADHD, Oppositional Defiant Disorder, 
Conduct Disorder)  

 Internalizing Disorders (Anxiety, Depressions, Bipolar Disorder)  
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Abuse, Eating Disorders  
 The impact of death, divorce, chronic illness, and child abuse  
 Use of medications  
 The multimodal process of support, and  
 Strategies for managing these disorders in the classroom.
