In recent years, there have been numerous studies and frequent warnings about violent

television programs, video games, music, and movies contributing to acts of violence by young

people. Although a variety of social factors can increase the likelihood of violence in youth,

researchers have pointed to the media as a potential contributor to violent behavior in youth.

This course will examine the evidence of violence in the media, its possible impact on the

behavior of the young, and what can be done about it. We will identify the basics of aggression

and violence as well as some of the biological, sociological, and economic theories that are

considered to be the building blocks of understanding aggressive and criminal behavior. Each

area of media violence will be broken down and examined. Causes and correlations will be
