Rostro De Cristo is a ten day immersion trip to Duran, Ecuador. Rostro De Cristo is a catholic program whose 
mission is to provide spiritual and educational opportunities for young people in the United States to live out 
the Gospel together with the people from Ecuador.  These experiences inspire life-long commitments to 
service, social justice, and solidarity with the people of Ecuador and the world.  

Los Niños is a ten day service immersion trip to Tijuana and Mexicali, Mexico.  Students work alongside 
community members assisting in schoolyard construction, as well as learning about the complex social and 
economic issues faced by those living in the border region.  The Mission of Los Niños is to improve the quality 
of life by creating opportunities for children and their families to realize their human potential through 
participation in the development of their communities.  

Asociación Share Guatemala is a ten day service immersion trip to a community in Guatemala.  Students work 
alongside community members in the construction of schools, as well as learn about the unique history of this 
country.  The mission of the organization is to promote a sustainable livelihood within various Guatemalan 
communities.  

Native American Experience is a ten day immersion trip to Tohatchi, New Mexico.  Students learn about the 
unique livelihood of the Navajo People on a Native American reservation.  This intense spiritual journey is 
often a life-changing experience.  The mission of the program is making a commitment to respect the Navajo 
way of life, religion and culture, while offering an alternative to substance abuse-dependence.

This is a new initiative in the town, where 

women use a waist loom to weave beautiful items which they sell to 

local markets.  The pattern on this box took over a week to weave, 

and is similar to the patterns that are seen on the blouses of the local 

women.  The wood was crafted by a man in the town.  This hand-

made box is one of a kind and truly a remarkable item.
