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Article I

Standards Board

How the Standards Board will be assembled: 

1. The Standards Board will be comprised of 6 members

i. Two of these members will be appointed as Guards, chosen by the Chaplain.

1. Guards have responsibilities during ritual events also.

ii. Three members will be elected to serve

1. One person will be from the sophomore, junior and senior classes respectively. 

iii. The final member of the board will be appointed by the Chaplain.
b. The members of the board will be announced and put into writing no later then the first week of any semester.

c. Members will only serve on a board for one semester; however, they are eligible to be re-elected/re-appointed.

i. There is no limit to how many terms can be served. 

When the Standards Board meets:
1. The Standards Board will meet for one of four reasons

i. The Standards Board may meet if a brothers or anyone associated with the chapter has violated one of the cardinal virtues; virtue, diligence and brotherly love. 

1. It is also expected that brothers maintain the name and respect of Sigma Phi Epsilon and conduct themselves always in a way to reflect this. 

ii. The Standards Board may also meet if any brother brings issue with another brother over an incident; furthermore the Board will meet if the school or advisor insists on an incident being at the very least reviewed.

iii. The Standards Board may also meet if any members of the executive or alumni board(s) decide it necessary for an incident to be reviewed.  
iv. The Standards Board will meet if any of the sanctions listed in Article II have been violated.

2. When the Standards meets the Chaplain will be the moderator of the discussion.

a. The Chaplain has no initial vote in any decision unless there is a tie between the members of the Standards Board

Article II

Standards

Every situation is different, however, every member of Sigma Phi Epsilon is expected to hold himself to the highest standards; this includes always acting with the principles; virtue, diligence and brotherly love. For this reason only the most severe standards that will not be tolerated will be listed below, however, the standards are not limited to this. As aforementioned a brother of Sigma Phi Epsilon is held to the highest accountability and integrity and any violation of these overarching standards could lead to a sanction.
1. “We want our members to know that Sigma Phi Epsilon will not tolerate or condone any form of sexually abusive behavior (physical, mental or emotional) on the part of its members” – the Lifetime Responsibility of Brotherhood
a. There is to be no sexual abusive in our fraternity against each other. Sexual abusive among brothers will not be tolerated.

b. Sigma Phi Epsilon teachers its members to be gentleman and as such women should be treated with the highest respect.

i. Any claim of sexual harassment against a woman will be handled with extreme care. 
c. No physical abuse towards any members of our fraternity against one another will ever be tolerated; violence directly contradicts the cardinal principle of brotherly love.

2. Academic standards

a. Sigma Phi Epsilon continues to hold academics in the highest regard and for that reason academic standards must be obtained.

i. If a members of Sigma Phi Epsilon fails to meet the GPA requirement or can be seen struggling academically it is upon them to quickly correct this problem; otherwise the standards board must take action to ensure the academic standards of Sigma Phi Epsilon are held up. 

3. Grand Chapter Bylaws

a. Every chapter of Sigma Phi Epsilon is expected to abide by the bylaws set forth by the Grand Chapter. For this reason any violation of these bylaws can be seen as a violation of this chapter’s standards.

Article III

Sanctions 

If a member of Sigma Phi Epsilon violates the standards that are expected to be upheld by this Chapter, they will be subject to any amount of possible sanctions. Sanctions may only be instituted with a majority vote by the Standards Board (with the Chaplain voting only in the circumstance of a tie. Because every situation is different there is no set sanction for any violation of these standards, however, some of the possible sanctions could be as follows: 
· Community Service
· Study Hours
· Sober Nights
· Fines
· Suspension
· Expulsion
· Social Probation
· Academic Probation
· Service for Sigma Phi Epsilon
